Channel 5, ABC-Channel 7, WGN-Channel 9, and FOX-Channel 32. Also, refer to the Emergency Closing

A weather—related closing by School District 59 will be used as a guide in determining the closing of Queen of
the Rosary School. However, if District 59 is closed and Queen of the Rosary is open, there will be no bus
transportation.
