Pre-School Coffee and Kleenex- This event gives parents of pre-schoolers an opportunity to stop by and
meet other pre-school families right after drop off on the first day. Volunteers are needed to stop by and mingle.

Fun Lunch- One Friday a month, (usually the 3rd Friday), parents have the opportunity to order a catered
lunch from Buona Beef for their child.

Volunteers are need to co-chair the event, set-up/decorate, clean-up, supervise, etc.

Pictures with Santa- On the Sunday of the Grand Raffle drawing Parents Club offers families an opportunity
to come meet Santa and take pictures. Volunteers are need to make/buy baked goods.

Santa Secret Shoppe- Near the end of December Parents Club hosts a Santa’s Shoppe where students can
come in during the school day and shop for gifts for their family members/friends.
